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BOTTOM LINE:  Knowing God is the most important thing.                        Read Proverbs 2:6

That’s what we are talking about all this month, 

KNOWLEDGE. Knowledge is learning something new 

so that you can be better at what you do.

We Can Be Better

Ask an adult to help you look up this month’s memory verse, Proverbs 2:6. Have you ever had to ask someone for help? We can ask God for help to make wise choices and He will give it to us. How cool is it that? All we have to do is ask. So when we aren’t sure about what to do in a situation we can talk to God about it and He will give us the wisdom, knowledge, and understanding that we need! Write your verse and hang it up as a reminder that you can ask God when you need help.

It’s 

amazing when you know God and you know what God 

cares about and how He cares about you. 

Thank God for giving us the Bible so we can learn more 

about Him!
