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      Read jeremiah 29:11
Have you seen the movie Toy Story? The character Buzz Lightyear is known for jumping 
off of high places and trying to fly while shouting, “To infinity and beyond!” Even though 
we will never be able to fly, we can learn a lot from Buzz Lightyear’s believing, because 
God has promised to give us a hope and a future.

Read titus 1:2
